The freezer got unplugged and all the Italian Ice was lost and freezer was damaged
beyond use. We will continue to sell Dippin Dots in five flavors. Chick-fil-a had a price
increase of$.10 per sandwich. Our selling price will not increase. If you have signed up
to work in the concession stand you need to be at the concession by 6:00PM on regular
games nights. Concession stand opens at 7:00. Come in the front gate. Your name will
be on a list and you should be allowed to enter.

e Kristen Youmans provided an update on the Coastal Classic. She is still in need of
volunteers to help with the event.

If
transportation is an issue on Thursday there will be a staff member on campus between
after school and marching band practice. Dress code for the band for Friday’s
scrimmage game is khaki shorts and band shirts. The yearly calendar was sent to the
print shop today. The spring trip is scheduled between April 28 and Mayl. Details are
still being discussed.
